1880 Prince William County Virginia Census

The 1880 schedules were created pursuant to an act of congress approved March 3, 1879 (10 Stat. 473). This act provided that the enumeration was to begin on the first Monday in June 1880.


The name, age, sex, occupation, place of birth of the individual, place of birth of father, and place of birth of mother shown in this book were transcribed from a microfilm copy of the original handwritten 1880 census enumerations for Prince William County, Virginia. The census schedules were very difficult to read and was further complicated by the poor quality ink and paper used. Many hours were spent transcribing, checking, proof-reading and making corrections. In a book of this type errors are bound to occur, but in spite of any mistakes it is hoped that this book will still be a useful research tool.


After transcribing the census, I rearranged the heads of families in alphabetical order to facilitate quick reference. Non-surname individuals in the households are cross-referenced alphabetically in the listing to the head of the household with whom they were residing.
